Promoting Virtues in Education at Gingin District High School

The Virtues in Education Program is designed to promote and educate students about 52 good virtues, values or personal characteristics that we all see as important in our daily lives.

The virtues include personal characteristics such as courtesy, caring, honesty, respect, trust, tolerance, perseverance and responsibility to list some of them.

As a whole school program all staff and students are focusing on one virtue – personal characteristic - per week. The school community is informed through the newsletter. Parents have been asked to support the program by promoting and modelling the same virtue at home.

Through this process the children of Gingin District High School will be educated about the important virtues that will enable them to further develop positive personal characteristics. These virtues are the personal characteristics that people like to see in developing friendships and that employers are looking for when selecting people for their businesses.

The first two virtues are friendliness and courtesy.
To launch the Virtues in Education program at Gingin District High School, all students have to meet with a student they didn’t previously know. Secondary students met with primary students in Years 4 to 7, and primary students in Years 4 to 7 later met with Pre-primary to Year 3.
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
